I. Remove KEY and the seat on the ATV.

2. Remove clutch cover bolts (10mm socket) and take off the cover. Carefully place the clutch cover where
the seat would be. (Make sure not to unplug the wires from electric actuator.)
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3. Remove the primary LEFT threaded clutch bolt (I9mm socket). Insert clutch puller (TEAM Pare # 352251)
by hand (the clutch puller is RIGHT threaded) and lighten until clutch is removed from the shaft. Loosen
the secondary clutch nut (27mm socket) and remove both clutches at the same time. When taking off the
secondary clutch, make sure the 4 roller pins are inside the center shaft of the secondary clutch.

4. Disable the primary clutch by removing the 8 bolts on the cover plate (I0mm socket) and remove the

spring. The arrows on the clutch are alignment marks for reassembly. There is a mark on the cover plate and
spider. Remove the weight pins using |0mm socket and wrench. Install the 4TEAM weights. Make sure tip of
weight is hitting the inside ledge of the clutch. Slide pins into weights and tighten nuts. Install the recommended
red spring with the gold stripe. For less engagement use the red spring with the silver and purple stripe.
Reinstall the cover.

5. Using the TEAM compression tool (Part # 930001) compress the secondary clutch to compress the spring
enough to take the snap ring off. Remove the snap ring, spring and both of the spring collars. If one of the
rollers falls out, remove the bottom spring retainer and open the clutch about halfway. Using your fingers

or pliers, place the roller (small end first) in the open slot and push in. If rollers won’t stay in, apply a small
amount of grease to each roller to hold them in place. Close the clutch and install the TEAM secondary spring.
Make sure the spring and the snap ring are seated in both of the spring collars. Using the TEAM compression
tool (Part # 930001) compress the spring and retainer and install the snap ring.

6. Install belt on both clutches, making sure belt arrow is in the right direction, pointed toward the front of
the vehicle. Install clutches on the ATV at the same time. Torque the primary clutch bolt to 69 ft/lbs. Torque
secondary clutch nut to 69 ft/lbs.
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7. Check belt deflection. It should be 22-27rnm (.87-1.06"}, Using a straight edge on top of belt, push down
on belt and use a ruler to measure the deflection. Secondary clutch shims are available from your Artic Cat

dealer. Refer to your service manual if change is needed.

8. Make sure the sensor switch inside the clutch cover is in the ON position. Install the clutch cover carefully
to get a good seal. Reinstall rear vent tube.

9. Reread these instructions if you encounter problems.

I. Remove KEY from ignition. Remove the seat, body panel and foot rest on the side of the ATV.

2. Remove clutch cover bolts (8mm socket) and loosen the air box snorkel. Take off the cover.
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3. Using a 32mm socket, remove the primary clutch nut. Take off the outer clutch assembly from the machine.
Pull out roller retainer, eight (8) clutch weight rollers are now visible. (Each clutch roller has two pieces, an
inner steel roller and an outer composite wear surface.) Do NOT simply install rollers into the clutch. You
must install the factory wear surfaces onto new TEAM rollers.

4. Press the inside mass roller out of wear bushing. (The roller can only press out one way.) Repeat the
changing out the remaining rollers from outer shell and put them into clutch. With the rollers in, install the
inside plate back onto the clutch.

5. Loosen the secondary clutch nut (32mm socket) and remove clutch and belt. When removing the spring,
it's recommended that you use TEAM Compression Tool (Part # 930001). Loosen the nut 1/2 turn before
compressing. Compress clutch enough to loosen the nut. Remove and install supplied TEAM spring.
Compress clutch and torque nut to 65 ft/lbs.

6. ake off the inner primary clutch sheave from shaft.

7. Drain oil into a clean reservoir for reuse. Remove the inside clutch cover using 8mm socket.

8. Be sure not to damage the gasket or drop the one-way bearing located in the cover. If
replacements are needed contact your local Suzuki dealer. Remove the starter clutch nut (using a 24mm
socket) and starter clutch from shaft and clean off any oil. With clutch on workbench, use a small screwdriver
to remove e-clips that hold the starter clutch together.

(Note order in which you remove the back plates and bevel washer.) Remove starter clutch springs using
pliers. Install new TEAM extension springs. Reinstall the bevel washer and back plates and

e-clips. Install starter clutch back onto the crankshaft. (Check gasket condition and wipe off any oil on the
gasket face.) Reinstall cover. Spin shaft, making sure the one-way bearing is in working order. Reinstall inner
clutch cover then clean and install primary rear sheave with post on the starter clutch shaft.
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10. With primary clutch on the bench, make sure to keep your thumb pushing on the inner plate to keep the
rollers in position until you have it installed on the shaft all the way. When the clutch is on all the way, the
splines will show. Clean and put outer primary clutch assembly onto shaft, making sure belt is between the
primary sheaves. Torque nut to 85ft/Ibs.

I'l. Check belt deflection. It should be 22-27mm (.87-1.06"). Using a straight edge on top of belt, push down
on belt and use a ruler to measure the deflection. Secondary clutch shims are available from your Arctic Cat

dealer. Refer to your service manual if change is needed.

13. Install Clutch cover. Make sure the air box snorkel tube is reconnected.
Reinstall the foot rest, body panel and seat.

14. Make sure all components have been assembled according to manufacturer’s specifications.
